Step-by-step description of activity:

1. In many folk tales there are animals that speak, understand the human speech and help the protagonists. Read the following stories, find the animals, and write each of them on a separate sheet of paper. Describe bellow the name their characteristics. 
2. After having together discovered the animals in the stories, the teacher distributes the tasks. Each child (or a group of children) has/have to do research in Internet about one animal.

2. Kinder report what they know or have learned about these animals? 
3. Are the animals acting the same way in real life and in the folk tales?
4. Do these animals live in the countries, where the story comes from?

5. There is one animal that doesn’t live in the European countries, the Lion. Still the Lion is often protagonist in the folk tales. Why?
