Step-by-step description of activity:

1. With a teacher experienced in intercultural education create a Europe club. At first it will consist of one class. After making the first steps, invite other classes to join you.
2. Dedicate a month to one European country.  
Prepare an evening about each European country, based on their folk tales and starting with the countries participating in EUMOF project. Do research work, get information about thee country. Present it on the screen. Present the EUMOF stories coming from this country in a way you prefer (reading them, retelling them, performing them, etc.),
3. Listen to the folk music of the country. Learn a folk song from the country.
4. Invite a suitable person, to show and teach you a folk dance from this country.

5. Propose dishes, typical fort he country.
