Title: Learn the proverbs and idioms

Materials needed:

Other book with fairy tales, a notebook to write the proverbs and phrases
Age level(s): 8-10
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. In the above mentioned folk tales there are at the end sentences that have become proverbs, or very well known idioms. Learn what a proverb means. Then find the proverbs or the idioms. Write them in your notebook and explain their meaning.
2. Listen to the folk tales in the original language and try to find the place where the proverb is said. Learn how to say it in the original language.
3. Do you remember other proverbs from other folk tales you have read? Write them down and explain their meaning.
Notes to the teacher:

Enrich the vocabulary of children attracting their attention on idioms and proverbs, explaining how they were created and that they make the speech more colourful.

Suggestions for follow-up activities:
Do this activity during the whole school year: Children write down the proverbs or idioms they have heard or read and try to explain their meaning. Every month they share their notes with the others. The whole class learns the proverbs and the idioms.
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
