Title: Travelling around the world.
Designed by: Private Elementary School PLATON
Area(s): (i) Cultural Contexts/ (ii) Encounters with Difference/ (iii) Language 

Objectives: 
1. Form communities within which they interact freely, sharing their cultures and their knowledge of other cultures with each other.
3. Find out more about the history and traditions of the cultures that produced the stories. 

4. Explore the connections between actual people and places and those depicted in the story; extend this knowledge through research.

5. Engage in self-reflection regarding their cultural identities and discover how they are different or similar to each other.
6. Ponder on similarities and differences between European cultures and begin to form a European citizenship which recognises the similarities within cultures and celebrates the differences.

Appropriate EUMOF stories:   All
Materials needed: Cardboards, scissors, card postal  
Age level(s): 7-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. We are making cards showing elements of different countries preferably from the countries of the origin of the stories. 
2. We show the cards to the pupils and we let them choose the ones that they want.
3. The pupils then describe what he sees in the card.

4. The other pupils should try and guess the country that each card portrays.
5. Whoever guesses correct wins the card…we continue until all the cards are done. 

6. The one with the most cards is the winner.   

Notes to the teacher: At the end of the activity the teacher could hold a discussion with the pupils about the countries shown on the cards… helping that way with the subject of Geography.
