Area(s): (ii) Difference 
Objectives: 
1. Identify and critique attitudes towards “difference” within a story and within real-life contexts.

14. Learn to see through other people's eyes by developing respect and tolerance, and promoting intercultural relationships as the key to conflict resolution.

Appropriate EUMOF stories: All EUMOF stories
Materials needed:

Big cubes
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:
1. Teacher uses the cube that is demonstrated on page 2.
2. This exercise must be done after reading all the stories that will be used here.
3. S/he tries reminds the children of the main points of each story and the people who are involved it.
4. S/he then asks children to sit in a circle, while s/he sits in the middle of the circle, holding the big cube and a pencil to write down answers. 
5. They discuss the answers and agree on which answers to write on the cube.
6. At the same time, they discuss connecting the hero’s problems and solutions to issues of “difference.”  

7. At the end of this exercise, there will be a big cube for each story.
8. The teacher then distributes the cubes to different children and asks them to role their cube n the middle of the circle.
9. Children then take turns narrating a story, based on the “results” on the cubes. 

10. Teacher writes down the story, which is a mixture of all the stories (a story-salad).
