Title: Happy End?

Area(s): (ii) Difference / (iii) Language 
Objectives: 
10. Identify and critique attitudes towards “difference” within a story and within real-life contexts.
14. Learn to see through other people's eyes by developing respect and tolerance, and promoting intercultural relationships as the key to conflict resolution.
20. Demonstrate positive stances towards listening, reading and narrating folktales and other narrative texts, viewing the act of storytelling as an imaginative journey, but also as a way of interpreting real life.

Appropriate EUMOF stories: All EUMOF stories
Materials needed:

None
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:
1. Teacher narrates the story up to the end, but changes the story to have a sad ending.

2. Children discuss with the teacher and they try to find why the story has a sad ending. 

3. Then s/he asks to tell what should have happened for the story to have a happy end.   

4. Children get into groups, discuss and try to change the story, giving it a happy ending.

5. Each group presents a dramatized version of their story/ending. 

8. Students vote for their favorite ending.

9. Teacher presents the actual ending of the original story and a comparative class discussion follows. Children are encouraged to reflect on the hero’s motives, believes and actions, as well as on the consequences of her/his actions. 
Suggestions for follow-up activities:
It would be quite useful if an activity followed, which urged students to compare the endings of several EUMOF stories. Are they all “happy endings”? Who ends up happy? Why? How would they change an ending form happy to sad and vice versa? 
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
