Title: To Travel on not to Travel?

Area(s): (ii) Difference

Objectives: 
7. Identify and analyze an imaginary or real person’s motives for travelling.
Appropriate EUMOF stories: 
Vasilis (Cyprus), Yiannos (Greece), Mavris(Cyprus), Arapis (Greece)
Materials needed:

None
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. Teacher narrates the story up to a point where the hero decides to leave his country.

2. Teacher asks two students to express their opinion about the decision of the protagonist. Will his life improve by leaving his home or is this a wrong decision? One of them is supposed to agree and the other to disagree. They have a debate, trying to convince their audience (classmates) that their opinion is the right one.

3. Teacher asks the other students to vote for one of these two opinions and to write down at least one reason for choosing this opinion. 

4. After voting, the teacher asks children to step into the hero’s shoes and to imagine what they would do. Would they leave on a journey, or not?
5. A brief whole-class discussion follows, examining why the hero decided to leave and what were the factors that urged him to do this. Why do people travel?
6. Teacher continues and concludes the narration of the story.

7. Children re-examine the hero’s decisions based on the ending/consequences.

Suggestions for follow-up activities:
Children could engage in a project, where they survey the reasons behind their family members and/or ancestors’ travelling. 
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
