Objectives: 
10. Identify and critique attitudes towards “difference” within a story and within real-life contexts.

Materials needed: The Stories
Age level(s): 7-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1.  We urge the pupils to write on a piece of paper a list made up with the names of the bad heroes from the stories that he has in front of him. 
2. We encourage the pupils to write next to the names of the heroes 3 adjectives that could characterize them.

3. We ask them to write next to each hero the implications that he has suffered as a result of his actions and his moods in the story.

4. Discussion about the effects of somebody’s feelings towards others.

Suggestions for follow-up activities: After the narration of a story we could have a dramatization of it through a play or a puppet show. 
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
