Objectives:

Materials needed: Old clothes, hats, shoes, accessories, tools.
Age level(s): 7-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1.  We choose one of the stories that the hero has to emigrate. 
2. We ask from the pupils to choose a character that they like most. 
3. We use our materials to better reenact the characters 
4. We divide the story into scenes. 
5. The pupils reenact their characters in a specific scene. 
Notes to the teacher: One way to give the chance to pupils to reenact different characters is is to change roles among the scenes.
