Materials needed: A big thick cardboard
Age level(s): 7-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1.  We talk with the pupils about the fact that all the people in the world makes up one big group such as the flowers consist one group or the animals consist another group. 
2. We read a story and we divide it into units according to the similarities of the main characters, to the place or to the time that the events take place. 
3. The pupils will use the cardboard to make a big puzzle of different pieces.
4. They draw a member of each group in every piece of the puzzle so that in the end there will be a big picture showing all the groups.
5. We discuss with the pupils about the fact that each member of a group has similarities and differences with each other but at the same time there is space for everything in nature.
