Objectives: 
20. Demonstrate positive stances towards listening, reading and narrating folktales and other narrative texts, viewing the act of storytelling as an imaginative journey, but also as a way of interpreting real life.

21. Apply reading and listening strategies to comprehend, analyse, and criticize a narrative text.

Appropriate EUMOF stories: 
All EUMOF stories
Materials needed:

The handout below
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. Teacher narrates a EUMOF story.

2. While listening to the story, students write down anything they consider important about the protagonist.

3. Students share their notes after the end of the narration. Teacher gathers all info on the board and coordinates a discussion

4. Teacher asks students if they like the protagonist and why. What would they do if they were in the protagonist’s shoes?

5. Students get into groups and collaborate, filling in the gaps on the handout below (also see example on last page) in order to create a diamond poem about the protagonist.

6. Children read their poems aloud in their group and consider ways to make the poems sound better. 
7. They revise the poems and read them aloud to the rest of the class.

8. Comments and comparisons follow.
