Title: Hidden Treasure

Objectives: 
20. Demonstrate positive stances towards listening, reading and narrating folktales and other narrative texts, viewing the act of storytelling as an imaginative journey, but also as a way of interpreting real life.

Appropriate EUMOF stories: 
All stories
Materials needed:

Cards with parts of the story printed on them.
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. Before class starts, the teacher makes cards with parts of the story printed on them and puts every card in a small box.
2. Then s/he hides the boxes in different places in the classroom.
3. Then s/he gives students clues to help them find each piece of the story in a correct order.
4. When a student finds a card, they read the text aloud.

5. Before looking for the next card, students are asked to make predictions about the next part of the story, providing a reasoning for their prediction.

6. Then the teacher gives the next clue and students look for the next card.

7. This process is repeated until children find all the cards and the story is completed.

8. After they find all the pieces of the story, the teacher reads it aloud from beginning to end.
9. Teacher asks students who have made successful predictions to explain how they did it.
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
