Objectives:

Appropriate EUMOF stories: 
EUMOF stories in a foreign language with a large number of familiar words
Materials needed:

Large-size ards with words
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. Children listen to a recorded narration of a EUMOF story in a foreign language.
2. Children try to identify words that sound familiar (similar to words they know).
3. Teacher presents large-size cards with these words in written form.

4. Children talk about how these words look and how they can tell which is which and what they mean.

5. The teacher then asks children to play a game using these cards.

6. Children form two groups: one group has the cards with the words in the foreign language and the other group has cards with translations of these words.

7. A student from the first group stands up, shows the foreign word and tries to read it. 

8. The student in the other group who has the corresponding translation has to stand up and show it for her/his group to earn a point.
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
