Appropriate EUMOF stories:

Materials needed:

Pictures of characters from the story
Age level(s): 9-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. Before narrating the story, the teacher shows to students pictures of characters from the story who might be considered “different” and asks them to describe them, using adjectives.
2. Teacher writes the adjectives used by students on the board. Children then look these adjectives up in a dictionary, in order to discover the corresponding words in the original language of the story.

3. Teacher writes the translation of each adjective next to it.

4. Children “read” the story in the original language and identify these adjectives.

5. Teacher asks if they would say that these characters are “different from them” and why? 
6. After children express their opinion about what is different and why it seems to be different, teacher asks them to guess what will happen in the story and how the character’s “difference” might be important in the plot.
7. Teacher narrates the story and coordinates a discussion about children’s predictions and the actual story. 
Notes to the teacher:
If you don’t have an illustrated version of the story, you could use a picture of a person who looks like the character, create an image of the character yourself, or have someone draw the picture for you.
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
