Title: Aladdin’s bottle

Objectives: 
19. Identify some of the European languages when they see them in written form.

20. Demonstrate positive stances towards listening, reading and narrating folktales and other narrative texts, viewing the act of storytelling as an imaginative journey, but also as a way of interpreting real life.

21. Apply reading and listening strategies to comprehend, analyse, and criticize a narrative text.

Appropriate EUMOF stories:   All
Materials needed: A bottle with a lid, paper, pen, music
Age level(s): 7-12
Step-by-step description of activity:

1. The pupils will write on a piece of paper parts of the story that they believe are important. Individually.
2. We wrap the pieces of paper in rolls and we place them in the bottle with the lid.
3. We make the pupils to sit in a circle, we place the bottle between them and we turn it. When the bottle stops the pupil to whom the bottle points to, takes out a roll of paper and reads it.    
4. The pupil then has to go on and continue the phrase of the story which is written on the paper so that the story could move on.
Notes to the teacher: In this way the pupils will narrate the whole story.
